1. APOLOGIES

2. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
 
Acceptance of the Minute of the 23 March 2021 meeting was agreed, proposed, and seconded by MH & GB.
3. MATTERS OUTSTANDING
i) Pelican Crossing – JB advised he contacted PKC again relating to traffic issues including a crossing, receiving acknowledgement from Brian Cargill thanking him for comments. Currently Council working through Covid related issues and hopes to catch up with other outstanding issues in due course.  Speeding along Main Road is a Police Scotland issues.  VAS is still not operational at the south end of the village.
Member of public asked about speed limits and concerns about back up of traffic in the Downhill area.  A quick overview was provided, it was not the idea for traffic to be backed up, but to encourage motorists to drive more slowly whilst driving through Main Road.  No decisions will be made without local consultation.   It was thought even when the dualling of A9 complete in December 2021 – the increase in traffic will not slow down due to the house building in Stanley and other locations.   Action: JB
ii) Post Office - no current update.  The applicant who has an outstanding application in NHS Tayside to open a Pharmacy has advised he has registered his interest and plans to submit an application to move the Post Office to be within the Pharmacy.  It is thought the NHS meeting to discuss outstanding Pharmacy applications is to be held in July 2021. 
iii) Core Path – no update
iv) Dog Fouling and Litter – Councillor James not in attendance this matter to be carried forward.
v) Active Travel Route – FS advised discussions still ongoing with Landowners and engineers have attended to inspect the area.

11.    ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Councillor Laing advised Bertha Park residents are to cast their votes in Memorial Hall, Luncarty and asked what signage was used to help assist people who had never been to the area before to allow them to cast their vote and reach the Polling Station easily.  He would take this matter up with the Council.
Councillor Jarvis advised an Embryo Group in association with a local Perth Church has recently been set up.  Whilst things could change as time goes on.
JA asked if all the new houses being built between from Bertha Park to Ruthvenfield would the area be included within Methven Community Council.  It was noted Ruthvenfield already comes within Methven Community Council boundaries.
IM advised the Luncarty in Bloom (LiB) we’re setting up a Wildflower trail around village – Wildflower Bloom plots had been identified and volunteers identified to look after them however LiB have hit a bit of snag.  PKC identifying who owns which grassy verges, e.g. Council Greenspace, Balhousie Care Home and ensuring plots not in way of the grass cutters.
IM advised LEADER (funded by EU) have funded creation of Community Action Plans in Pert and Kinross. Stanley has applied to second wave of funding and this may prioritise access to funding such as PKC Investment Funds for 2020-21.  LEADER currently have 5 or 6 Community Action Plans underway.  On a similar vein PKC will soon be seeking local Communities to develop a Community Place plan noting assets and development proposals which demonstrate that it is an interesting, vibrant place to live. The Community Place plan will feed into the Local Development Plan and inform planning applications. This would be a bottom up approach which would meet in the middle with the top down approach of planning policies.
